Theme Projects


According to research, a more authentic way of assessing student progress is by allowing children to make choices in creating a project that reflects their learning.  We would like to give each child the opportunity to select a project that matches his/her learning style.  During this theme, Prehistoric Times, each child will be expected to turn in, and present to the class, a project on a prehistoric animal, plant(s), fossil, or a specific time period.

Theme projects will be judged according to the following rubric (set of standards):


*Evidence of research






*Shows an understanding of a theme topic


*Child’s Personal Best efforts


*Presentation and materials are organized (presentation has been practiced at home.)

*Presents in a clear manner that is able to be heard and understood by others


*Project turned in on time

 Remember, the project needs to reflect our topic on the “Prehistoric Time Period”.   Below is a list of ideas for a project.

· A TV commercial or advertisement

-  Make a game board

· Poster and report




-  A mural & report

· A “newspaper article” (written by the child)
-  A puppet play

· Audio/video interview



-  Write and illustrate a story

· Song/rap (Include a copy of the words)

-  Make a shoebox TV

· Perform a skit (Include a written script)

-  A recycling project

· Make a coloring book (Include information about the pictures)

· A flannel board presentation

· Prepare a list of questions and invite a guest speaker to talk about them

· Make a comic book

· A science experiment relating to our topic

· Any project you would like to design that relates to our theme topic

 Remember, materials printed out from the computer, copies from a book or other pre-printed materials are not considered a report.  Children must use their own words.  If you are unsure about something, please call.


These projects are to be done at home as a homework assignment.  All students are expected to complete a project, as this is a major part of evaluating their understanding of the concepts we have been studying.  Projects are due on or before, March 25.


Parents are encouraged to help their child gather information and materials and by talking to them about their ideas, but the project itself should be completed by the child with minimum assistance of others.  We hope that this will provide a fun and challenging activity for your child.
